[image: image1.jpg]Dealer Seeks Answer To DSL Problem

I am trying to find out how to
obtain a filter for one of our
alarm subscribers. She has DSL
microfilters on her phone sets
but our signal keeps dropping
when lines are connected at the
interface. We need to obtain a
DSL splitter that connects to the
interface.

One way to create your own DSL
splitter is to position a common Y split-
ter inside the interface. One side will
continue on to the specially installed
DSL line while the other will provide
service to the traditional analog-based
devices, such as your alarm control
panel, fax machine, and inside tele-
phones.

Another way to provide service to
both DSL and analog telecommunica-
tion devices, as well as phone line pro-
tection, is to install the RI31X Three
Stage Protection jack, manufactured
by Stormin' Protection, Pinellas Park,
Fla. This juck is equipped with a low-
level DSL filter that acts to inhibit
interference with an alarm panel's dig-
ital communicator while passing DSL
service to DSL-based devices down
the line.

The engineer at Stormin' Protection
would not confide the technical details
of how it works, However, this jack will
allow an alarm panel to function nor-
mally on a DSL line, while not inhibit-
ing DSL devices.

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The RJ31X Three Stage Protection
jack also contains surge protection that
will stop surges that enter the phone line
from outside the facility, such as light-
ning. To assure operation, a factory-
installed ground wire must be connected
to a known, working earth ground.

Th|$ term is usually used in reference to a
minimum wiring standard in the residential
home systems market. A structured wiring
system includes a number of cables of differ-
ing types that the dealer must use to route
‘data, in- and out-home entertainment
sources, as well as other functions related to
telecommunications, security, and others.

In most structured wiring systems, the
cables that carry information back and forth
throughout the home originate at a central
point of distribution. From here they branch
throughout the home. Special outlets are
used to provide a variety of services, from
coaxial to UTP (unshielded twisted-pair)

Incoming information from a telephone
company, entertainment service, an ISP
(Internet service provider) and others are
terminated at this centralized point of distri-
bution. From here each one can be easily
routed to specific outlets in specific rooms

throughout the home.
